Flashcard and OHP games
The first job is of course to teach the required vocabulary or phrases by means of repetition, choral and individual. This can be made more interesting by saying the words at different volumes or at different speeds. The teacher can start to say a word and then stop so the pupils have to finish the word. Gender of nouns could be practised by pupils performing different actions for different genders e.g. raising hands, touching noses, standing up or holding up different coloured cards such as blue for masculine and red for feminine or indeed different colours to avoid gender stereotyping!

Once all the language has been drilled (stick flashcards to the board) these can then be given numbers or letters and the vocabulary used as a listening activity. The teacher says the word and the students give the correct number or letter. This can then be done the other way round with the students having to provide the language.

Now it is time to move on to some games!
· Guess which flashcard I have hidden

· Race to grab the flashcard either from the front or from somewhere in the room

· Telepathy – which card am I thinking of

· Noughts and crosses

· Kim’s game – memory game

· True / False repetition game – beat the teacher

· Through the keyhole 
· Reveal bits of the picture

· Fuzzy focus – guess the picture before it is fully focussed

· Moving pictures – move the picture quickly across the screen

· What order are they in – pictures piled up on top of each other

· Silhouettes

· Heads down / eyes closed – remove a picture which one is missing

· Silent bingo

The majority of these activities are also transferable for use on an Interactive whiteboard with software such as power point or just used with a PC and projector.
